Minutes of the 2005 annual general meeting were read and confirmed. Moved Thelma Puckey, seconded Robyn Boladeras. Approved.
Matters arising: 

New Zealand nursing journal – the committee is to consider whether to continue to pursue this. There has been work done to bring the International Journal of Psychiatric Mental Health Nursing to members.

Elections:

The result of the postal ballot for President was finalised. Heather Casey is the new president. A short statement of acceptance was read to the members.

Tony O’Brien proposed a vote of thanks to Julia Hennessey for putting her name forward as a nominee for President. Julia has indicated that she is willing to work with the college in the future.

There were no nominations for the position of committee member.

Reports:

Officers’, boards and branch reports were received and posted to the web site. A verbal report was received from the Chair of the Auckland branch, Carol Seymour. Auckland has many members, only a few of whom are actively involved with the college. The branch has constructed a survey for members to try to find a solution to this. Approximately 6 members of the branch work hard for the college. 
Members commented that this is an issue for most branches.

Matters arising from the reports:

Members from Taranaki asked that the committee review the number of members required under the constitution to form a branch, as ten members disadvantages small and remote areas. Members in these areas could join the nearest larger branch and discuss how to manage meetings and college events. These could be via teleconference, rotating the meeting venue, or holding several small meetings.

The treasurer reminded branches that they are entitled to apply for a grant of $5 per member. No branch has done this to date. 

The registrar updated the membership numbers to 315 as of today.

The web master and the registrar are both concerned about succession planning and back up people. Moved: that we put succession planning in place for web master and registrar by the end of 2006. This to be devolved to the executive committee to action. Moved Suzette Gisler, seconded Denny McNae. Approved.
All the Board reports still require Maori Caucus input. This to be discussed at the executive committee meeting.

Tony O’Brien acknowledged the work of the committee this year and thanked everyone for their input.
General Business:
