The WHO Pacific Islands Mental Health Network (PIMHnet) is a joint initiative of the WHO Regional Office for the Western Pacific and the WHO Headquarters in Geneva.  It was established in 2005 in response to an analysis, which indicated that most Pacific Island countries had growing rates of mental health problems and that the services and resources to help people were not available.  PIMHnet’s purpose is:
