Research Fund

GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS

Closing Date:  31st January, 2012
The primary purpose of the Te Ao Māramatanga Research Fund is to assist members to undertake viable research of value to mental health nursing.

1)

Eligibility

All members of Te Ao Māramatanga.  
2)
Timing of Applications

Applications to the Research Fund can be made at any time subsequent to the annual cut off date of January 31st, 2012, at which time the applications are assessed by the Research Board and the funding apportioned.  
3)
Upper limit of value of Application


The Research Board will consider requests for up to $3,000.  Depending on the      quality of applications there will be either one grant of $3000, 2 of $1500 or 3 of $1000.

Number of applications
Only one Fund Award will be made to any College member.

5)
Process
Applications must be typed into the attached form 
6)
Research Project


Applicants are required to describe and justify their research projects and the amount sought.  All proposed expenditure should be itemized as precisely as possible.

7)
Ethics approval
Applicants should note that where Ethics Committee approval is required, this process does not have to be complete before applying for the fund. However, the grant will only be released on successful completion of the ethics process.
8) 
Computers
The grant will not fund the purchase of computers.
9)
Travel 


Grants will not include travel costs unless this is directly related to data collection.  Where private vehicles are used a flat rate of 65¢/km is charged.  

10)
Retrospective payments


Since research grants are awarded on a competitive basis, all projects must be evaluated and approved before any expenditure can be incurred.  The Research Board will not consider retrospective payments for research expenses already incurred at the time of application.

11)
Thesis  Support

The Fund will consider applications for research that is part of Masters' programmes or PhD study .

12)
Conditions of Research Grants

a) The research is expected to be completed in two years.  If an extension of the time is sought, application must be made in writing to the Research Board no later than three months before the grant expires.

b) All grant funding is subject to occasional audit by the College auditor. 

c) A brief report (no more than one page) on the funded research project must be made in writing to the Research Board at completion.  A list of publications arising from the project should be included.
13)        Evaluation of applications 

All applications will be considered by the College Research Board members whose decision is final.
