PRESIDENTS COMMENT

Dear colleagues  
Firstly, I want to acknowledge the conference committee, 
led by Mel Green, for the highly successful Southerly 
Change Conference in July. It was a great conference to be 
part of. I have had numerous mental health nurses tell me 
how much they enjoyed the workshops and the two con-
ference days. Our Patron, Dame Margaret provided sup-
port for the College Accreditation, Certification and Cre-
dentialing Framework and encouraged mental health 
nurses to utilise our skills to provide assistance to people 
both during and following disasters such as the Christ-
church earthquake. The College has provided an evalua-
tion of the workshops undertaken by Frances Hughes and 
Margaret Grigg for Minister Ryall together with a number 
of recommendations. These include website resources for 
nurses, follow-up workshops and incorporation of psycho-
social responses to disaster in education programmes for 
all health professionals.  Professional development is an 
important area for the College to develop, building on 
local Branch initiatives and initial national workshops on 
nurse practitioner and psychosocial response to disasters. 
Since the conference my time has been taken up with 
meeting with key stakeholder groups with Heather Casey, 
Director of the College Accreditation, Certification and 
Credentialing Framework, to provide presentations on the 
Framework. There has been considerable confusion over 
terminology and purpose, which we are systematically 
addressing. Catherine Coates (Project Manager Creden-
tialing) and Jo Harry (increased administration time) have 
been working on communications. More information will 
start to appear on the College website now that the Cre-
dentialing Project for ProCare practice nurses has been 
finalised with Health Workforce NZ. This is an exciting pro-
ject that will provide the College with the opportunity to 
work in partnership with a PHO to enhance the skills of 
practice nurses in the areas of mental health and addic-
tion. Such skill enhancement is in keeping with the prima-
ry health care role of practice nurses in the areas of health 
promotion and early intervention as well as in contrib-
uting to the provision of continuing general health care for  

 
people with mental health and addiction problems following 
periods of more intense treatment.  
During the next few months I plan, with other members of Na-
tional Committee, to have a focus on  strengthening College 
relationships with national consumer and service user groups 
and other professional bodies. Hineroa and I will be attending 
the Australian College of Mental Health Nurses conference in 
early October and this provides another opportunity for discus-
sions with our Australian mental health nursing colleagues on 
key strategic issues. We will include a report of discussions and 
the conference in the next newsletter.  The College has renewed 
the memorandum of understanding (MOU) with Kites Trust 
and formalised a MOU with the Drug and Alcohol Nurses of 
Australasia (DANA). The College continues to have a high level 
agreement with Te Pou and is represented by Mel Green on the 
the Te Pou Nursing Advisory Group. A focus on strengthening 
key relationships will pro-
vide the opportunity to 
strengthen professional de-
velopment activities and 
provide the opportunity for 
joint submissions and re-
sponses to consultation documents. In respect to DANA, the Vice 
President International is Louise Leonard, a clinical nurse spe-
cialist at the Waikato DHB who is on the nurse practitioner 
pathway. Louiseõs clinical role crosses addiction and mental 
health.  
I want to acknowledge the recent appointment of Frances 
Hughes to the role of Acting Deputy Director of Mental Health 
and Principal Clinical Advisor for the Ministry of Health. This is 
the first time a nurse has held this position and this appointment 
recognises Franceõs expertise.   
I want also to acknowledge mental health nurses in front line 
practice and leadership roles during periods of workplace stress 
and difficult circumstances. At time difficulties arise in most 
mental health service settings which provide significant chal-
lenges for staff at all levels of the organisation. The College is 
very willing to provide input from a professional mental health 
nursing perspective on any occasion when this would be consid-

ing with our current web company in September to discuss our changing needs, and to move us into 
more contemporary, user friendly, dynamic and interactive times. I often have members comment that 
it is difficult to find certain information on our current site. If you have any ideas, thoughts or com-
ments about how our website could be improved please feel free to contact me.

The Crimes Amendment Bill (No 2) creates an offence of failing to take reasonable steps to protect a child 
or vulnerable adult from the risk of death, grievous bodily harm, or sexual assault. The offence carries a 

maximum penalty of 10 years' imprisonment. "Parliament has reaffirmed today that it regards ill treatment 
of children and vulnerable adults as completely unacceptable.
