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Vice President Report  2009

The role of the Vice President is to assist the President, and act in the role of President when required. I acknowledge Heather Casey (President) and Thelma Puckey (former Vice President) as well as National Committee colleagues for their considerable help in assisting me to become familiar with the role and to Thelma for continuing with work in progress; for example the development of the website and Fellowship membership.

Alongside gradually gaining familiarity with the role I have become involved in two main initiatives.

1. Overseeing the Project: Review of the Standards of Practice for Mental Health Nursing in New Zealand and Competencies for Advanced Practice in Psychiatric Mental Health Nursing in New Zealand Project. Thelma Puckey is the contracted Project Leader and has commenced the literature review and environmental scan. The Practice Board will provide the core reference group with other personnel co-opted for their particular expertise. Raine Berry has been contracted to undertake a brief scoping exercise and to provide input on potential alignment of AOD/addiction nursing standards and advanced practice competencies.

2. Participation together with Heather as President and Maori Caucus members in a national nursing organization group hosted by the Ministry of Health on professional issues relating to extended and advancing practice, frameworks for specialty practice and competencies and the interface of various organizations in determining frameworks and credentialing mechanisms. This activity links with the Review of Standards Practice.

As time permits, I will continue to broaden my involvement in this role, particularly in respect to assisting with communication locally and nationally and developing collaborative relationships with other professional bodies and key groups. In accordance with population, health service and workforce development trends as well as a growing membership there are clearly many positive challenges ahead for Te Ao Maramatanga.
