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I am pleased to report that the last 12 months have been very good for the College website.

We are still working with Web Widgets in maintaining the website and if there are any problems then I have no trouble contacting either Reubin or Emma at web widgets.

Seeing the site is template based it is usually quite easy for me to update new information as it is sent on to me from committee members.

I have been working with Brian Philips on integrating the College database with the website and this should help Brian in keeping membership details up to date.

In February I attended a few hours training in Auckland with Web Widgets and this has helped me further understand the system better, plus Reubin and I took the opportunity to clean up the site somewhat and I think you will agree it is more streamlined and clean looking these days. The comments so far that I have received have been quite positive in the look and functionality of the web site.

I am getting more and more documents to publish on our website from places as MOH, external agencies and where I can, I link to them externally. This is because our space is reasonably restricted on the web widgets server, this could be an issue further down the line but web widgets have indicated that they are reasonably “tolerant” if we go over the limit. There is also the issue of “Traffic” ie data or hits on these bigger files that are being hosted.
I am still looking for a volunteer to help me and it would be useful to have someone to train up in case of an “Emergency”  so anyone interested can contact me directly.

The college is paying $33.73 a month currently and you will see a larger amount paid to Web Widgets for the development of the database.

My goals for the site in the up coming 12 months are to:

1. Continue Fine tuning the menu system-easier navigation

2. Update information in a timely manner

3. Clean up old files-thereby reducing space on server

4. Keep Liaising with college committee on direction of website, in accordance with the strategic plan of the college.

That’s all for this year.

We have another exciting year coming up.

I am in consultation with the Conference committee and the conference company re details of the 2007 Conference on our website. Where possible the branch will be hosting the information but still to be worked out are details in registrations which entails database back end technical matters. I hope to be hearing from then in a few weeks to sort out the finer detail.
I am pleased to report a very cordial relationship with the college committee,  and I look forward in working with them in the next 12 months
